1. Dunking and holding the ring

FIBA Answer:
No basket, technical foul to the involved player, 2 free-throws to any player of the opposing team + possession of the ball
Reference - (Art.38.3.1. and Art. 10.3 2nd bullet).


2. Act of Shooting and 24s expiry
A player in the act of shooting the ball, takes his steps for the lay-up and is fouled. Immediately after the whistle the 24 second device sounds, but this is before the ball is released. After the signal the ball leaves the shooter\'s hand and enters the basket. What is the decision?
FIBA Answer:
Basket is not valid and 2 free-throws are awarded to the fouled player.
Reference - (Art. 10.4, 3rd bullet, last paragraph; Art. 34.2.2. 4th bullet).


3. Tapped ball/Act of shooting
The player jumps for rebound in order to tap the ball into the basket. During the jump but before the touch of the ball he is pushed. When there is no more contact on him he taps the ball. Does this goal count or not?
FIBA: Basket does not count. If it is 5th team foul, 2 free-throws are awarded to fouled player.
Reference - (Art. 15. 1 and 15.2).


4. Multiple Foul
Player A4 drives to the basket. He picks up the ball (act of shooting begins) he is then fouled by player B5. A4 continues his movement to the basket, releases the shot, but the shot is blocked by player B7. Legal play? YES
But what if player B7 (in the attempt to block the shot of A4) fouls A4?
Do you call two fouls?
FIBA: No, unless the foul of B7 (by the way B7 is in FIBA terminology a substitute) is unsportsmanlike or disqualifying foul.
Foul is called on B5 only.
Reference - (Art.10.3, 2nd bullet) and 2 free-throws are awarded to A4.
